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Abstract

The abstract should provide a concise and clear summary of the study, including its objectives, methodology, main results, and conclusions. The abstract must be written as a single paragraph, without indentation.

Length: Maximum of 250–300 words.
Keywords: Minimum of 3 and maximum of 5 keywords, separated by semicolons.



1. Introduction

This section should introduce the research topic, contextualize it within relevant academic literature, and clearly state the objectives and significance of the study. Definitions, hypotheses, and the rationale for the research may be included where appropriate.



2. Literature Review

The literature review should present a critical synthesis of previous studies relevant to the research topic, highlighting theoretical foundations, empirical findings, and gaps that justify the present investigation.

(For some fields, this section may be combined with the Introduction.)


3. Methodology / Materials and Methods

This section should describe the research design, data sources or participants, instruments, procedures, and analytical methods in sufficient detail to allow replication or critical evaluation.

Ethical approval and consent, when applicable, must be stated clearly.



4. Results

Results should be presented objectively and clearly, using text, tables, and figures when appropriate. All tables and figures must be numbered consecutively and cited in the text.



5. Discussion

The discussion should interpret the results in light of the research objectives and relevant literature, emphasizing contributions, implications, and limitations.

(In some disciplines, Results and Discussion may be presented together.)


6. Conclusion

The conclusion should summarize the main findings, reinforce the contribution of the study, and, when relevant, suggest directions for future research.
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References must include all works cited in the text and must be formatted consistently using a recognized international citation style (e.g., APA, Vancouver, Harvard, ABNT), according to the conventions of the authors’ field.

Consistency within the manuscript is mandatory.
